When we present a channeling connection from the spirit of someone who has passed over, we are accessing their life's record from a non-judgmental viewpoint. 

It is a connection speaking frankly and honestly about their life, not the 
public perception or a media grown persona.


You may ask, What is a channeler? A channeler has the ability to channel messages from advanced spirits usually to communicate 
spiritual wisdom about life and the afterlife. However a channeler can also connect to a deceased loved one, spiritual guides and angels.


Many channelers work with the same higher-level spirit during their lifetime as does Sussan with Osiris. The non-physical entity speaks through the voice of 
Sussan, the host using her library of words and emotions to express themselves, unlike psychic mediums who relay the messages they hear see or sense.


Sussan only connects with a non-physical entity or spirit of a deceased person if the vibration is compatible.


The memory of their existence is stored for eternity in what is known as the Akashic Records. This is a remarkable method beyond our 
comprehension because not only do we access the memories and experiences of the person who has passed over but the discussions are interactive and we discuss subjects with the entity 
which are either in the past or currently in motion as we speak to them.


Understand that time is only an earthly measure and does not exist in the Universe.


We are people with integrity and understanding of whom we really are and our purpose in the world. Our sincerity is without compromise and we live our lives 
acknowledging the Laws of the Universe.

Sussan closes her eyes and…




Ozzy comes in, very loud: What do you want?




I ask: You passed away recently… how was the journey to the other 
side?


Ozzy: (long pause, sighs) Wow… massive transformation… I'm not who I was… 
this is just the memory of what's left of what I was. For me, leaving… wasn't bells and whistles, y'know, because 
I'm dead… dead!


(laughs) It's a bloody miracle… all the pain, all the difficulty with 
my body… all my dysfunctions, everything… left behind.




Ozzy continues: When we pass and look down the barrel of it… no one 
really knows what it's like until it happens. Probably different for everyone.




I ask: What did Jack say to you before passing?


Ozzy: He… he fucking said, have a good time, 
or some cheeky shit like that. (laughs)


But Jack… he understands. There's another place to go. Death isn't the end… it's just a costume 
change.


You know… the alternative wasn’t great for me, in my state of poor health. I knew it was coming… 
just not sure which day.




I ask: So what happened to you after death?


Ozzy: I was going… and it was okay. Going through it was like a 
cleansing… my entire life… the successes, the downfalls, all the problems, burdens, disabilities, diseases, busted 
organs… it all goes. Nothing of that dysfunction left. The sadness is left behind… this record is all that's left, 
like a suit hanging in a wardrobe… I've had many suits.


It was incredible… euphoric. Better than any fucking drugs I ever took. Fuck… all that sadness, all 
that shite… left behind. But the sadness… that's for those left behind in the mortal theatre. Here… no sadness.




I ask: Can you talk about the sadness and difficulties of sexual abuse 
from your childhood?


Ozzy: Let's talk about that another time.




Ron: Ozzy opens up fully in a later chapter.




I ask: Do you speak to the family, Sharon and the children?


Ozzy: Jack… asks me questions all the time. I connect to him. Sharon… she 
always talks to me, she always will. I'm always here.


This discussion… through the host… is different. Very cool. I'm using her apparatus, the host's 
voice and language to have this discussion… because she's requesting it.


But with Jack and Sharon… it's always at their request. Mind connection, we might say. Not like this 
with the host. I don't speak through them vocally… it's a mind thing.


Sharon… she always talks to me, as does the other children. I was so blessed… oh so blessed.




(The host has tears streaming down her cheeks as Ozzy releases his memory. 
We take a small break.)




Ozzy continues: Sharon contacts me… doesn't work the other way around. 
Don't think I'm floating about the house, stalking them. (laughs) I'm not a stalker! They 
find comfort when they choose to contact me.




Ron says: I'll put down everything you say… nothing is made up. So what 
don't we know about Ozzy?


Ozzy: I've bared my soul… don't think there’s much left to tell.


The world… knows almost everything about Ozzy. Even more than Ozzy knows… all the bad shitty bits, 
the laughs, mistakes, success, highs, lows… everything!


There's not much that wasn't said before I went. I was very straight up. I was dying… and knew it. 
Only when… not if.




I ask: Can you tell us about that last concert in Birmingham?


Ozzy: That… was a fucking stuff-up. Dying a few days later. I had the 
concert of my life… like I was the cameo part called Ozzy Osbourne. I wasn't up there 
pumping it out… fuck, I was almost finished!




(Ozzy is crying, tears streaming. Host is having difficulty 
speaking.)




Ozzy continues: I'm so grateful… for all my fans. Tell them that, 
please. I want to thank them… so many times. The concert… my way of saying thank you.


For all who followed me… thank you, thank you so much. When I looked out there… felt the love coming 
from you… overwhelming. Never forgot that moment.


When I was passing that day… that moment was with me. To the other side… it was there.




Ozzy: I was this little snot nose kid from Birmingham… who made it 
through… broke through against all odds… bless them all… and thank them… for that one last night… the chance to 
say, I love you all. For me… monumental.




Ron asks: What drove you to be so successful?


Ozzy: (laughs) Funny thing… when you come 
from nothing… nothing to lose. No trade, no skill, no degree, no career… got nothing to lose. So I gave it my 
all.


But… to be that driven, that successful… know you can get there and break through… you have to be a 
selfish bastard. Can't worry about anything else.


If you want fame… call it egotistical… that's what it is. Fame… leaves no room. No room for 
friendships, weddings, celebrations… none of that exists anymore.


There's no room. That's why musos… on the way up… shouldn't get married or have children. For fuck's 
sake… wear a condom, save everyone the pain… you’re going to be selfish.


But… a tiny number of musos… salt of the earth men… marry once… love their wives. Don't hang around 
hotel rooms with crazy girls on their lap… no. Getting loved up by a real woman… that's rare… hardly ever seen in 
my world.
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
