Beads for Making Tasbih

What is the Islamic ruling, in your view, regarding the usage
of Al-Misbahah?

It is better to use one’s fingers to count while making
Tasbih, and it is better to use only the right hand to do so,
rather than using both the left and right hand. This is what
is reported in the Sunnah of the Prophet; he ordered
counting remembrance and Tasbih on the fingers, saying

that they will be questioned about that, and he counted
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The Sunnah is stunning. Verily following the Sunnah of
the Prophet peace be upon him is the sign of the love for
Allah. Allah says,

Say (O Muhammad peace be upon him to mankind): “If you
(really) love Allah then follow me (ie accept Islamic Mono-
theism, follow the Quran and the Sunnah), Allah will love
you and forgive you of your sins. And Allah is Oft-Forgiving,

Most Merciful.” (Aal-i-imran:31).

Verily no mubtidi' (innovator) in the religion could ever rely
on any authentic evidence in the Qur'an that testifies to his
innovation. The Qur'an came to distinguish between truth
and falsehood, and guidance and misguidance. The Qur'an
does not contain any discrepancies or contradictions, be-
cause it is a revelation from the Most Wise, Worthy of all

praise.

However, there is no
basis for this in Islam. Remember it is only allowed to touch
and kiss the Hajr al Aswad (the black stone) and touch rukn

al yaman (the Yemeni corner).
