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  Introduction to

  Channeling

 



There is a perception amongst many fans of the famous that by listening 
to their songs, watching their films and reading snippets of gossip that they know them personally. Biographies and autobiographies tell a version 
of the individual celebrity from the viewpoint of the author. However ex-wives, wives, husbands, girlfriends, friends and colleagues present 
another version as they knew them. But no one really knows the soul of the person.


When we present a channeling connection from the spirit of someone who has passed over, we are accessing their life's record from a non-judgmental viewpoint. 
There is no bias or misinterpretation as the record of that person is direct from the spiritual records. It is a connection speaking frankly and honestly about their life, not the 
public perception or a media grown persona.




You may ask, What is a channeler? A channeler has the ability to channel messages from advanced spirits usually to communicate 
spiritual wisdom about life and the afterlife. However a channeler can also connect to a deceased loved one, spiritual guides and angels.


Many channelers work with the same higher-level spirit during their lifetime as does Sussan with Osiris. The non-physical entity speaks through the voice of 
Sussan, the host using her library of words and emotions to express themselves, unlike psychic mediums who relay the messages they hear see or sense.


Sussan only connects with a non-physical entity or spirit of a deceased person if the vibration is compatible.


The memory of their existence is stored for eternity in what is known as the Akashic Records. This is a remarkable method beyond our 
comprehension because not only do we access the memories and experiences of the person who has passed over but the discussions are interactive and we discuss subjects with the entity 
which are either in the past or currently in motion as we speak to them.


Understand that time is only an earthly measure and does not exist in the Universe.


We are people with integrity and understanding of whom we really are and our purpose in the world. Our sincerity is without compromise and we live our lives 
acknowledging the Laws of the Universe.

 Conversations with
 Jerry Hicks

 


Esther Hicks is the channel that opens the way for Abraham, a group of non physical entities to 
come through and present, the Laws of Attraction to a waiting audience. Jerry Hicks was Esther's husband and business partner who sadly passed 
away on the 22nd November 2011. Their success with books, workshops and seminars was never in question, and they were the inspiration behind the 
highly successful book and film 'The Secret'.


Through Sussans open channel we have attempted to achieve a direct connection to Jerry, and present an unbiased brief view of 
his life. There were questions I asked and in turn Jerry responded candidly, however in most cases he fully answered the questions. We talked 
about his life before Esther, his time in Cuba with a travelling sideshow, and his death from Leukemia. Jerry's strong understanding of marketing 
through Amway helped create his success with the Abraham programs. The answers rolled in and out of the conversations with extreme ease, and at 
times there was great amusement between us. I asked questions about his passing and what he encountered? I probed his feedback on how Esther may 
feel about us being in contact with him through channeling.


There were moments of pure joy and laughter, followed by serious contemplations about his past and the importance of living in 
the now. I found Jerry very straight forward with a strong manner as he engulfed us with his charm.


Occasionally he was reluctant to talk at length about his past, impressing on us that he did not want to spoil the image or 
influence the teachings of the 'Abraham Hicks' partnership, by introducing old irrelevant historical details about himself.


There is so much written about Esther and Abraham from the media and the internet,  however we discovered there is little 
known about Jerry's personal life. We know various attempts have been made to discredit this type of spiritual encounter with non-physical 
entities, and at times people call the information misleading and quackery. There tends to be a habit of condemning what we don't understand, and 
none more so than the unseen world. After Jerry's death from Leukemia there seemed to be a small number of internet bloggers who came to the 
forefront and did just that. The most common questions posted were, 'if Jerry had access to the teachings of higher knowledge such as Abraham, 
then why did he not heal himself and even more importantly, why did he get sick in the first place?'


Jerry to his credit opens up with most of the answers and doesn't miss a beat. He spoke clearly about the time in his life 
with Leukemia and chemotherapy treatment. So why or how did this happen to him of all people? If you are a believer in the inspirational words 
of 'Abraham,' then you will have all the answers direct from the source. Hopefully this will fill the gaps for all time to the dissenters, and 
bring solace, joy and happiness to the ones who still follow Esther Jerry and Abraham Hicks.


However if you do not believe it is possible to contact those who have passed over then we would say, take the story of 
'Conversations with Jerry Hicks,' reed it and make your own decisions. We have not compiled these discussions to sway or change your belief 
system. It is your choice and yours alone. The term 'free will' is used throughout the Abraham material and our non-physical mentor Osiris also 
confirms this by stating, Your world is your creation and yours alone.


We make this material available for those who may be curious or who have questions we may be able to answer through our 
connection. As always with free will, it is your choice to question, accept or reject the material.


We have never had the pleasure of contacting or meeting Esther or Jerry, but are mildly familiar with their published 
material. Our sole purpose is to share Jerry's story and so make it available to the public in a sincere and truthful manner.


So join us as we take a step through the looking glass to meet Jerry Hicks. His story will inspire you to understand who you 
really are, as we look into the life of this very human third dimensional person with his own special set of strengths, weaknesses, frailties and 
past emotional attachments to a physical life on earth.
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 Chapter One
 
A life before Abraham Hicks

 


Sussan has sent the invitation out for Jerry to join us, however it's not instant coffee and 
normally it takes one or two sessions to align the vibrational energies so he can come through the channeler to speak. True to form on the 
second session Jerry comes through very loud and clear. He clearly senses our vibrational energy and knows Susan only acts with the purist 
intention and understanding. It is not our intention to pass any judgment.

 
Our own non-physical entity Osiris comes through Sussan and educates us with the same 
information. We have a parallel stream of understanding coming from the same source of universal knowledge. It is a different grouping of light 
beings delivering the same truths using an identifiable energy. A channeler opens a passage to bring forth information and universal truths for 
an audience.


Esther Hicks presents a polished and professional delivery of information to her waiting audience. However Jerry tells us this 
did not happen overnight, for It took years of practice to perfect what is now seen as a natural flow of information from Abraham. As with any 
relationship it takes time for two energies to become one with continuity. A non-physical being communicating through a physical being takes time 
to correct and connect vibrations.


Jerry lived a flesh and blood existence just like we all do, and in this form we all seem to suffer more or less the same 
human conditions and challenges. We all have random thoughts and rarely hold or focus our emotions for long periods of time. Our childhood fears 
can at times progress through and beyond adulthood into older age. Who we are today is the product of many stray thoughts and emotions.


Having the ability to access Abraham and universal infinite knowledge doesn't give us an exemption pass from being human. We 
are third dimensional life forms and in this experience we live, we die and in between we laugh we cry and sometimes we suffer. All of us have the 
same questions, What is my purpose? and What is the meaning of life? In these moments 
we are searching and trying to discover who we really are and how we fit into a loving universe.


I have met people from all the corners of the world and walks of life, and without exception we experience the same human 
condition. Every cell of our bodies expresses the same reality of life and death, frailty, judgment joy and happiness. We are all conditioned to 
certain life patterns without exception. Getting caught up in the intensity of life makes it almost impossible to reach inside ourselves for the 
spiritual answers. However knowing who we really are, and having infinite universal knowledge enables us to easily return to the center of our 
own spiritual world. The emotional balance we know as our real self.


So if Jerry and Esther appear at times less than god-like through their life, then I am sure you will forgive them. Even though 
they are highly aware and enlightened beings, they are still mortal just like you and I.


The grouping of Abraham is no different to the grouping of Osiris who we connect with. Light energies are accessible to all 
human beings on earth, and Infinite knowledge is available to everyone. However the method of connection can only be done through a relaxed person 
in a semi or full meditative state. Without this condition the non-physical higher vibration being is not able to connect with us.


Esther and Susan are both able to still their minds for their individual and identifiable non-physical beings to join them. 
Each entity is part of a larger collective of energies.


At times individuals see the ability of a receiver to access infinite knowledge as a quality that places them above others in 
a god like position. Neither Jerry nor Esther ever presented themselves as gods, they were always messengers. With any product or service 
available today, the emphasis is on marketing and distribution. How do Jerry and Esther get the vital message of Abraham to the population? They 
did it the only way they knew how.


Jerry was a great marketer promoter and salesman extraordinaire. At times he may have been over enthusiastic or embellished 
the story a little, but he had an Amway background and nothing was impossible. Every fiber of his sales world came from the Amway marketing 
program. And not to be forgotten, Jerry grew up in a travelling show where he banged the big drum outside the tent to get an audience. He was a 
noise maker and a spruiker and that didn't change during his lifetime. We can't keep a super salesman quiet who has an important message to tell, 
and that was Jerry.


It's easy for people to be judgmental and see Jerry as bold and unshakable towards the show he was promoting. He banged the 
marketing drum loudly so we would come to the show. He had an amazing show with Esther and Abraham, a gateway to infinite source knowledge. He 
promoted the tickets and the audience always received what they paid for. Some came out of curiosity, some out of need, and others as skeptics. 
It didn't matter what their intention was as Abraham would speak the same message to everyone.


Working in the psychic world comes with criticism, as the human race is educated to accept and only think a third dimensional 
existence, the one we see, hear, touch, smell and taste. Anyone who challenges this is met with doubts and cynical remarks.


Sussan and Ron understand the world of criticism, as we also experience the challenges of the human condition. Jerry talks 
about the reasons why he passed early and it will assist you to understand his life challengers.


Sussan mentioned Jerry had some reluctance to come through initially, so she gave him assurances of our integrity and 
intention that we would use the information in the best way. My intention is to talk generally about Jerry's life and along the journey ask 
specific questions for information not known. His short website biography from Esther is the size of a postage stamp, and we wanted to unearth 
for good clear reasons why this happened. My intention is clear, to seek the truth with integrity and not to dwell on questions and answers that 
cause unnecessary pain to those closest to him.


I ask questions that are common knowledge then I delve deeper into Jerry's history, mindful of avoiding questions that may 
unduly result in stress for Esther. Our intention is not to interfere with her memories of Jerry, but just to bring to a wider audience more 
understanding to who Jerry was in his third dimensional existence. Sometimes the questions are a little raw, but the answers from Jerry are 
always direct, clear and without judgment.


We now have a clearer picture from Jerry of his life on earth in human form. He discusses openly with us the reasons he passed 
in the manner he did with the obvious questions of why he didn't use the information from Abraham to heal himself. There is a reason and the 
answers will make sense.


Since Jerry's death there has been innuendoes and circulating criticism about the manner of his death and the sincerity of 
Esther and her work with Abraham. Not only do we have answers from the source but we cross exam them with our non-physical entity Osiris.


But that is enough for the moment about source energy and universal knowledge. Let us bring in Jerry so he can tell us in his 
own words about his early world and life before Esther and Abraham.




Ron asks Jerry: The biography of your early life is not well documented, and even after your 
death, Esther has kept a tight lid on any information released, so can you explain?


Jerry answers: Esther's philosophy like mine is clear, we don't look back. We don't look back so 
we don't talk about it, and we always lived in the now. Many people trawl through their past looking for something that is no benefit to anyone. 
I would insult Esther the woman I love by reliving past events and old relationships. Talking about it gives them permission to come into the 
present. Well the past did not have permission to interfere with my life as Jerry Hicks, so the lesson here is the past has no place in the now 
or the future.




Ron asks Jerry: You had from the little information I could find a very poor upbringing, can 
you tell us about this time?


Jerry answers: In my day compared to the modern world we had a very poor upbringing, with the 
great depression followed by World War Two. When we have no other choice, we learn to survive and pick up life's skills along the way. It is only 
by looking back did I realize how difficult life was. Do you understand this is another reason why I didn't dwell in the past.




Ron asks Jerry: Your brief biography states you achieved a high level as an Amway distributor, 
so can you tell us about those years?


Jerry answers: We had some good financial returns, but it was hard work in a dynamic environment. 
A lot of people did okay but I had to be really committed, but there were many who fell away if the hierarchy and up-line didn't keep pumping the 
motivation. Each layer has its stripes of credibility like an army for their effort. This type of marketing and distribution of local product is 
wonderful for those who wanted a business or a sideline income. It is a catastrophe that this model of selling is no longer promoted and fully 
accepted. It would have been wonderful if we could have been able to develop our product into a Wall Mart outlet in today's market and continue 
to offer door to door distribution, just perfect.


As I had said, we did not live in the past or discuss the things of my early years. When I met Esther we were both moving 
forward with much optimism, the possibilities at Amway seemed endless, and I had become a very capable salesman and manager. I can tell you I was 
a bloody hard trier, and no one tried harder than me and in the world of sales I felt alive and a winner. It was about being confident and bold, 
and there was no room for shyness or being self-conscious.




Ron comments: There was not a lot of new information coming forth at this early stage, but I was 
intrigued by the concept of Amway as I had never been exposed to this style of selling before. I knew as we progressed with more stories that 
more information would come forth.




Ron asks Jerry: Your short biography tells us you were a juggler in a circus, so can you tell 
us about this time in your life?


Jerry answers: I was in a carnival sideshow like a small circus that went from town to town. I 
was a juggler amongst other talents, and lucky for me I had good eye and hand coordination. I left home at around fourteen as my mother had left 
my real Dad and taken a lover. I had a problem with my stepfather and I had to get out. So it wasn't difficult for me as a young boy to join the 
circus. It was almost traditional in some sort of strange way. In those days the carnival side show style of entertainment went from town to town, 
and the people who worked there were thought of as itinerant workers, people passing through and not to be trusted. It was a stigma that made me 
self-conscious about being labeled a 'carny'. So I believe you will understand that I didn't want this stigma to attach in any way to our new 
Abraham Hicks business. Call it old fashioned but many people are easily influenced by old stories and I didn't want that attached to me as the 
husband of the host Esther Hicks. Do you understand why I didn't want to look back,  because it held no relevance to the now and who I had 
become. There is a lesson here, the past should have no place in the now and the future.


Both Esther and I didn't live in the past and we didn't really discuss my early years, as we were both moving forward with 
so much optimism.


The person who I was before Jerry Hicks, didn't exist anymore, and I had now become a different person. Resurrecting the past 
would have been like bringing a stranger into the family, it didn't make any sense.


Who I was before my life with Esther and Abraham was not the person I had become. Reflecting on the past does not bring 
anyone joy, and the fulfilled person I was with Esther, bore no resemblance to the person I had been.




Ron asks Jerry: You had such an interesting early life, you were a musician, juggler and 
acrobat in Cuba before the revolution, so can you tell us about this time?


Jerry answers: I wouldn't call myself a musician, so that may have been a small exaggeration. 
When I was in the circus come side show, I had a lot of spare time on my hands and when no one was around I would sometimes pick up something to 
make a noise. I played the drums, the big bass drum or whatever was around I could to make a noise with. I was proficient and knew I could play, 
however I wasn't waiting for the phone call for a professional booking elsewhere. When I was a 'carny' I became good at many things, because I 
needed to be an all-rounder, a musician, juggler, acrobat and do maintenance jobs when necessary. I needed to be many things to many people, if I 
was to keep my job and life on the road.




Ron asks Jerry: What sort of music did you like?




Ron's comments: There is a blank from Jerry on this one, I don't know why but this happens 
occasionally, however Susan told me later she had the emotion that he liked easy listening and country music and Willy Nelson. The image of 
Willy appeared indicating Jerry's favor.




Ron asks Jerry: But what about Cuba, it must have been an exciting place before the 
revolution?


Jerry answers: Well we got robbed there and it left us with a sense of insecurity about our time 
in Cuba. There were gangsters and crime and I needed to be ever watchful, It was a dangerous place and time.




Ron asks Jerry: There has never been any mention of your previous wives or partners and family 
connections, so can you explain why this was never put in your biography?


Jerry answers: I have like others before me chosen mismatched partners and so I had failed 
relationships. I didn't have children of my own but I had stepchildren. So it would be disrespectful and of no interest to Esther to delve into 
this time. Once I separated from my wife the stepchildren had no desire to keep in contact with me. In fact, they would not have recognized me as 
my new self.


Please understand many of us have poorly matched relationships before we find someone perfect like Esther. We both believed 
the past had no bearing on the now and the future. Even more importantly it was not a good decision to bring the past into the journey of Abraham 
Hicks. People are too quick to judge and bring unwanted attention to my life before Esther and Abraham. In fact I will explain next why my past 
needed to be kept in the dark recesses of our lives, so that the roadshow Abraham Hicks did not bring on itself undue or negative attention. The 
public can be very severe and unsympathetic on anyone who may come from another religious persuasion. I will explain.




Ron asks Jerry: The last time we spoke, Susan felt your religion may have been a problem if 
exposed to the general public, is this correct?


Jerry answers: I was born Jewish, but Esther and I didn't really discuss it. We knew in the 
early days there was difficulty being Jewish. There was a mistrust of Jews and we were tagged along with a dislike for Arab's and Chinese. The 
sentiment extended across the United States, and no one knew about my religious upbringing when I worked for Amway. I hope you understand why 
this information did not need to be released while I was alive, as there is still today a large anti-Jewish sentiment across the world. You can 
understand we might have been plagued by all sorts of religious groupings wanting to question us about this and that.


These would have all been barriers to promoting the Abraham Hicks message. It was never about being pro or anti that or this 
religion or replacing the Koran or Bible with Abraham. However all religious material comes through an interpreter, from the interpreter comes the 
inscriptions and each part of the material becomes modified to what you see today. It is then presented and given to us as the holy book. The 
multiple layers of interpretation indicate that the holy-scriptures cannot be one hundred percent accurate from the original day of inception.


The strict religions that require unquestionable faith have a hidden hook in the passages written to attract those to their 
grouping. You can't find a stronger word written to hook the follower than: follow me or die, and if you become a follower 
you will have a sweet life in your next existence. These are all hooks.


Abraham does not speak of hooks and does not say follow me. His message is follow your own god and inner voice. It takes 
courage to follow your own belief system, and at times stand apart from others. With Abraham's message you are encouraged to investigate the 
writings and come to your own conclusions regarding your own beliefs.


Now you have the ability to look at source knowledge through Abraham, so your belief system is not secondhand, meaning it is 
not passed down from someone else to you. There is no judgment in the universe placed upon humanity when they leave the sanctuary of their beliefs 
and go from Jewish to agnostic or from catholic to being Buddhist. But it is no point changing one belief system for another without accepting 
what is the truth for you. One religion has no real greater message than another, but the hatred between religions is a poor excuse of human 
judgment and behavior.


I don't think people realize there is a distaste for Jews who become successful, so to honor my journey without criticism, my 
life had to become a fresh page. What I did in the past was not a crime, the cleansing of my past was absolutely necessary to recreate the person 
who I became in the partnership of Jerry, Esther and Abraham Hicks.


The releasing of this information at the time of our shows had the potential to derail the Abraham Hicks material, roadshow 
and all other aspects of our progress forward. Esther and I were building a strong future and we didn't want anything to take the progress off 
track.




Ron asks Jerry: Were you eligible for army service during the Second World War, as you would 
have been in your twenties. Did you enlist at this time or did you have some form of exemption?


Jerry answers: Yes I was in the army in the transport section stationed in the US. But it was 
not a good time for me. It was no joy for me, as I saw it as an interruption in my life as I had things to do.




Ron asks Jerry: While respecting Esther's privacy, I would like to ask you about your surname 
Hicks. Is this your birth name?


Jerry answers: Hicks is not my birth surname and I was buried under my real name.




Ron asks Jerry: Is there a problem disclosing your real name in this book?


Jerry answers: May I describe the situation this way. If my real identity is disclosed, all the 
restructuring of my new identity may be lost, therefore it is really unnecessary to reveal this information. Those who change into a new person do 
so to leave the past behind. We cannot completely let go of the past until we change our name. A new name carries a vibration which matches the 
person we are now. Anyone who knew me before Jerry Hicks would not recognize me today. Can you imagine Donald Trump shaving his head and putting 
orange robes on? You would not recognize him. He would also have to change his name, as the old name would not vibrate with who he had become. We 
don't necessarily have to keep hold and love our past experiences in life. Sometimes our history needs to be laid to rest as we have restructured 
our lives and ourselves.




It serves no purpose to keep or display the record of who I was. All the offerings from Esther, Jerry and the teachings of 
Abraham to the world needed to be unhindered and clear cut. The message is the most important factor. It is more important than mine or Esther's 
history. We did not want anything to distract from the spiritual message we would pass on. There is nothing criminal here and who I was then, 
bares no resemblance to who I became. The future was the message of Abraham, it was a crossroad in our lives and it felt natural and right for 
us to pursue. No one remembers the color of a man's suit or the length of a sage's robe when the right message is given to humanity.
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
