			Book Abstract

			America is bankrupt and yet we keep spending more money all the time like a runaway train. Despite all the rhetoric which gets bandied about on the campaign trail, whenever a new President gets elected they immediately feel the need to make their mark by advocating a host of new federal spending measures. As a result, our national debt stands at $14 trillion and rising.

			The only solution to this crisis is to pass an amendment to the Constitution of the United States which will require the federal government to pass a balanced budget year after year. Nothing else will work. The size and scope of the federal government will not decrease any other way. The American people must also demand that legislation for new federal programs must state explicitly where Congress gets its constitutional authority to fund and run that program. We must link what Congress does with what the Constitution of the United States says Congress should be doing.

			“Whether you are most concerned about improving our economy, shoring up the national defense, or preserving entitlements like Social Security, Medicare, and Medicaid, you should support a balanced budget amendment. After all, our economy, national defense, and entitlements are all jeopardized by our crushing national debt. For this reason, the debt crisis is neither a conservative nor a liberal issue. Saddling our children and grandchildren with this debt is unconscionable. We can still fix the problem, but the clock is ticking. The time to act is now – for our children’s sakes as well as our own.”
