You will not read dry, theoretical words. You will live through real moments that changed the course of history. You will cry with the Prophet Abraham, peace be upon him, in the fire. You will fear with Moses, peace be upon him, before the sea. And you will rejoice with the Prophet Job when everything was returned to him after his trial. And you will discover that these names are not just for the prophets, but they are for you as well—today, now, in your own life.

When you are afraid, you will remember the name of Allah "Al-Hafidh" (The Preserver) and feel secure, for He protects you from all harm and watches over you with His care.
When you are in need, you will remember the name of Allah "Ar-Razzaq" (The Provider) and know that your provision is written.
When your longing for something you desire intensifies, you will remember the name of Allah "Al-Wahhab" (The Bestower) and know that Allah is the one who gives without expectation of return and will grant you what you desire at the time He sees is best for you.

  Story 13: The Gifted Mercy


This is not just a story, but a documented, true incident that occurred during the expedition of "Dhat ar-Riqa'." at the time of the Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon him). 
After the fighting had ended, during the intense heat of midday, the Prophet, peace and blessings be upon him, and his companions dispersed into a valley with many trees to rest in the shade. The Prophet, peace and blessings be upon him, lay down under a samurah tree (a type of acacia), hung his sword on it, and then rested until he was overcome by sleep.
While the companions were scattered in the valley, a man from the polytheist warriors, named "Ghawrath ibn al-Harith," crept up. He was a brave and daring man and saw an opportunity that could not be missed. He saw the Prophet of Islam sleeping, alone, unarmed, with his sword hanging within reach.
He approached quietly and cautiously until he stood over the Prophet's head. He reached out his hand, took the sword from the tree, and then drew it from its sheath, its blade gleaming in the sunlight.
The Prophet, peace and blessings be upon him, awoke to the movement and found his enemy standing over him with a sword pointed at his head. It was a scene of the utmost human peril. An unarmed, sleeping man, and another, armed and awake.
And here, the greatness of "Al-Jabbar" was made manifest.
Ghawrath said, in the voice of a conqueror who had full control of the situation: "O Muhammad, do you fear me?"
The Prophet, peace and blessings be upon him, looked at him with a steady heart and firm certainty, and answered with a single word that shook the man's being: "No."
Ghawrath was stunned. How could he not be afraid when he was on the brink of death? He asked : "Then who will protect you from me now?"
(Meaning: Who will save you from me? Your companions are not here, and you do not have your weapon).
And here, the Prophet, peace and blessings be upon him, uttered a single word that was his army, his fortress, and his shield. A word that carries all the meanings of power, honor, and might. He said with absolute certainty:
"Allah."
No sooner had the word "Allah" left the truthful lips of the Prophet than the unexpected happened. The might of Al-Jabbar descended upon the heart of that polytheist. His body trembled in terror, and his hand, which held the sword with such force, shook uncontrollably, and the sword fell from his hand to the ground.
It was not an ordinary fall.
In the blink of an eye, the Prophet, peace and blessings be upon him, stood up and took the sword that had been threatening him just moments before. The situation was completely reversed. He became the strong one, and his enemy was the weak, unarmed one.
And here, the second meaning of "Al-Jabbar" was made manifest.
The Prophet, peace and blessings be upon him, stood over Ghawrath's head, raised the sword, and asked him the very same question:
"And who will protect you from me now?"
Ghawrath looked into the face of the Prophet and saw in it a strength he had not seen in any human. It was not the strength of revenge, but the strength of truth. Every atom of pride had vanished from his soul, and he said in the voice of a broken and humiliated man begging for mercy:
"Be the best of takers."
(Meaning: If you are going to punish me, let your punishment be noble; be the most gracious of victors).
He said to him: "Will you testify that there is no god but Allah and that I am the Messenger of Allah?"
The man refused to submit at that moment, but he gave a sincere pledge. He said: "No, but I pledge to you that I will never fight you, nor will I be with a people who fight you."
The Prophet, peace and blessings be upon him, accepted his pledge, forgave him, and let him go his way.
The man returned to his people, still trembling, not from fear, but from the awe of the certainty he had witnessed and the nobility of the character he had encountered. He entered among them and said to them his immortal words that history has preserved:
"I have just come to you from the best of people."
You are witnessing the miracle of character.
The Prophet Muhammad, peace and blessings be upon him, would always tell his companions: "I was only sent to perfect noble character." (Narrated by Ahmad from Abu Hurairah).
In another scene
 And when the harm of Quraysh in Mecca intensified, the Messenger of Allah ﷺ set out to Ṭā’if seeking the support of Thaqīf and protection for the message—carrying in his heart the truth of his mission immortalized in the Qur’an: (“And We have not sent you except as a mercy to the worlds”) (Surah Al-Anbiyāʾ 107).

 He called them to Allah with wisdom and gentleness, but they rebuffed the call with harshness; the notables of Thaqīf met him with rudeness and set their riffraff and fools upon him, pelting him with stones until blood flowed from his blessed feet—so he returned  Peace Be Upon Him  heavy-hearted.
Then he continued on his way back, saying: “I left, distressed, and did not come to until I was at Qarn al-Thaʿālib. I raised my head and there was a cloud shading me; I looked, and in it was Jibrīl (Gabriel) who called to me, saying: Allah has heard what your people said to you and how they responded to you, and He has sent to you the Angel of the Mountains so you may command him regarding them as you wish. The Angel of the Mountains greeted me and said: If you wish, I will crush them between the two mountains (al-Akhshabayn). The Prophet  Peace Be Upon Him  said: Rather, I hope that Allah will bring forth from their loins those who worship Allah alone without associating anything with Him.” (This is established in the Two Ṣaḥīḥs.) Here mercy manifests at the very peak of power; he did not pray for their destruction, but hoped for their guidance.
He ﷺ then returned to Mecca and entered it under the protection of al-Muṭʿim ibn ʿAdī, continuing to convey the message with beautiful patience. In all of this, his character was a testimony to his prophethood; for Allah said of him: (“And indeed, you are of a great character”) (Al-Qalam 4),

 and: (“There has certainly come to you a Messenger from among yourselves; grievous to him is what you suffer; [he is] concerned over you; to the believers he is kind and merciful”) (Al-Tawbah 128).

Thus the scene of Ṭā’if remains a living proof of the meaning of his mission: a mercy that guides rather than annihilates, and a justice that restrains harm without seeking vengeance. Whoever reflects on this mercy understands that (“And We have not sent you except as a mercy to the worlds”) (Surah Al-Anbiyāʾ 107)

 is not merely a verse to be recited, but a life to be lived.
Mercy in Islam even reaches all creatures: a woman was punished for imprisoning a cat, and a man was forgiven for giving water to a thirsty dog. These prophetic reports speak to every conscience: all life is a trust.
This entire story was a lesson in the meaning of "Al-Jabbar." He is Al-Jabbar, The Compeller, who subdues His enemies with His might, so they cannot resist His command. And He is Al-Jabbar, The Merciful, who mends the brokenness of His servants with His mercy and teaches them that the greatest strength is not in revenge, but in forgiveness at the moment of absolute power.
Reflection: Al-Jabbar 
Allah’s Name al-Jabbār is one of the Most Beautiful Names of Allah. It encompasses the meanings of majesty, mercy, and irresistible subduing power.
Subjugation and dominance: He subdues all creation by His power and will; nothing falls outside His decree and governance.
Exalted above His creation: that Allah is above all—in the loftiness of His Essence, the loftiness of His rank, and the loftiness of His overpowering might. None can encompass Him, reach His greatness, or contest His sovereignty.
Al-Jabbar as The Mender of the Broken and The Restorer
Allah, Al-Jabbar, in this sense, is the One who mends the weakness of the weak, the hearts of the broken, and the need of the poor.
	He is the One who mends the break in every sad heart that has turned to Him.

	He is the One who mends the poverty of every needy person who has called upon Him.

	He is the One who mends the weakness of every sick person who has pleaded to Him for help.

	He is the One who restores every repentant person who turns back to Him, rectifying his state and accepting his repentance.



Therefore, the supplication "Allahumma-jburni" (O Allah, mend/restore me) is a request for this special mercy from Al-Jabbar.
Al-Jabbar as The Most High, The Exalted
This meaning signifies the loftiness and transcendence of Allah, Glory be to Him, above all of His creation. He is the Most High, the Exalted, who is higher and greater than all things, and is far above and free from all imperfection and flaw.
Belief in this great name, with its three meanings, instills in the servant's heart a unique and balanced state of faith:
	It combines both fear and hope: The servant fears the might and overwhelming power of Allah, so he does not become arrogant or transgress. At the same time, he hopes for His gentleness and restoration, so he turns to Him whenever he is afflicted with any brokenness in his life.

	It instills humility: Whoever knows the true Jabbar (The Almighty) feels a sense of humility.

	It grants tranquility: The heart of the broken believer is reassured, knowing that he has a Lord named "Al-Jabbar" (The Restorer), who will undertake the mending of his break and the rectification of his affair.










  
  The White Rose


Three o'clock in the morning. Dr. Ahmed stands stunned in front of bed number 7 in the intensive care unit. The little girl who was declared brain dead an hour ago... moved her finger! He whispered to himself while checking the monitors: "Impossible!" Everything indicated a complete shutdown of brain activity. But there she was, moving her finger again. 
12 Hours Earlier
"Doctor, she's my only daughter!" the grief-stricken mother cried out. "She's only seven years old!" Little Layla had fallen into a coma after a horrific car accident. All medical indicators said there was no hope. The brain had stopped, and the heart was beating only because of the machines. Dr. Ahmed said with a hoarse voice, "I'm sorry, ma'am. You need to say goodbye."
The Moment of Turning to "As-Samad"
The mother collapsed beside her daughter. She held her small, cold hand, and instead of despair, she raised her heart to the sky and began to supplicate to her Lord with praise and gratitude: "Praise be to You, O Allah, for what You have given, and praise be to You for what You have taken. To You belongs praise in times of ease and adversity. Ya Samad... O Eternal Refuge, to You all of creation turns with their needs, while You are free of any need. O You before whom the doors of the doctors have closed, whose abilities have ended, and whose knowledge has reached its limit. Everyone is in need of You, and You alone are the Self-Sufficient. Everyone is weak, and You alone are the All-Strong. I turn to You with my need, I seek refuge in You from my destitution, and You are my only refuge... Ya Samad, return her life to her, for I have no one to turn to but You."
Then she placed in her daughter's hand a small white rose that Layla had picked that morning before the accident, and said: "She wanted to give it to her sick teacher. She said that white roses gladden hearts.”
The Miracle
Three-thirty in the morning. Dr. Ahmed is running down the corridor, shouting: "Get the medical team! Now!" Layla had opened her eyes. She didn't just move her finger. She opened her eyes and looked directly at her mother! She said in a weak voice, "Mama... I saw my grandmother in a dream. She told me: It's not your time yet. Go back and give the rose to the teacher."
A Bright Morning
The news spread through the hospital like wildfire. The doctors were bewildered. The medical reports were clear—complete brain death. And now, all of Layla's tests were completely normal! Dr. Ahmed, who wasn't religious, stood in front of Layla's room watching her laugh with her mother. He asked the mother: "What exactly did you say when you held her hand?" She answered, with tears filling her eyes, "I praised Allah and thanked Him, then I turned to Him with His name, 'As-Samad.' I told Him that He is the only refuge to whom all needs are directed, and that all other doors were closed except His."
One Week After the Miracle
Layla stands at the door of her teacher's hospital room, carrying a new white rose: "Miss Sanaa, this is for you. White roses gladden hearts!" The teacher, who had been suffering from severe depression after losing her husband, hugged Layla and cried for the first time in months. But this time... they were tears of healing.
The Circle Completes
Dr. Ahmed wrote in his medical report: "Exceptional medical case. No scientific explanation available. Patient Layla... returned to life." But in his heart, he wrote something else. He wrote that there is a power greater than all his knowledge and expertise, the power of Allah to which all creation turns and which He answers, who manages affairs and sets them right. That night, for the first time in years, Dr. Ahmed prayed: "Ya Samad... O Eternal Refuge, to whom all complaints are made and in whom is all refuge. My knowledge has ended, and my ability has failed. I turn to You with my heart, so revive it as You revived this child." And strangely... he felt something in his chest coming back to life. Something that had died a long time ago. Faith.

The End
The white rose that had wilted in Layla's hand during her coma... was found the morning after she woke up blooming as if it had just been picked. The mother kept it in a book she titled: "Signs from Allah, As-Samad."
Reflection: "As-Samad," is one of the great and Beautiful Names of Allah
The name of Allah, "As-Samad," is one of the great and Beautiful Names of Allah. It is a name that encompasses the attributes of perfection and greatness, and understanding it opens a great door for the servant to rely on and seek refuge in Allah alone.
Here is a detailed explanation of its meaning:
1. Linguistic Meaning
Intention and Direction: It is said in Arabic, "I directed myself towards so-and-so," meaning I intended to go to him and turned to him. Thus, As-Samad is the Master who is sought out and to whom one turns for all needs.
2. The Meaning in Relation to Allah the Almighty
When we describe Allah, the Exalted and Majestic, as "As-Samad," the meaning includes all attributes of perfection and glory and can be summarized in two main aspects:
First: He is the One to Whom All Creatures Turn for Their Needs (The Eternal Refuge) This is the most famous and comprehensive meaning. Allah "As-Samad" is the great Master to whom all creatures seek refuge and turn to in order to request their needs and desires. The poor turn to Him for wealth, the sick for healing, the weak for strength, and the distressed for relief. All of creation, from the greatest to the smallest, is dependent on and in need of Him, and He alone is able to fulfill their needs.
Second: He is the Perfect in His Attributes (The Self-Sufficient Master) Allah "As-Samad" is the Master who is perfect in His sovereignty, His knowledge, His power, and His wisdom. Part of His perfection is that He is not in need of anything. He is the one who "neither begets nor is born," and this is from the perfection of His self-sufficiency (samadiyyah) and His independence. This is because He, glory be to Him, is the First, before whom there was nothing, and the Last, after whom there will be nothing.
Its Greatest Manifestation in Surah Al-Ikhlas
The greatest definition of the name of Allah, "As-Samad," is its mention in Surah Al-Ikhlas, which is the description of Ar-Rahman (the Most Merciful): ("Allah, As-Samad.")

This verse comes after His saying, "Allah is Ahad (the One)," to complete the meaning of oneness. He is One, and He is also As-Samad to whom all creatures turn for refuge. Then came the explanation of the perfection of His self-sufficiency in the following verses: ("He neither begets nor is born, (3)Nor is there to Him any equivalent.") Surah Al-Ikhlas

The Effects of Believing in the Name "As-Samad"
	Turning to Allah Alone in Supplication: Whoever knows that Allah is "As-Samad," the only one able to fulfill needs, will single out Allah in their requests, supplications, and pleas.

	Complete Trust and Tranquility: When a believer faces any crisis or hardship, their heart becomes calm and reassured, because they know they have a Lord who is "Samad" to whom they can seek refuge, depend on, and put their trust in.

	Love for Allah: Knowing that Allah is the one who fulfills all your needs, both apparent and hidden—from the breath of air you take to the tranquility that descends upon your heart—cultivates a great love in the heart for this generous Lord.



Thus, Allah "As-Samad" is the only refuge and the sole destination, whom no one can do without for the blink of an eye.
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
