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'Alishah reported that Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) said, “The Angels were created

out of light and the Jinns were created out of the spark of fire and Adam was created as he has been

defined (in the Qui'an) for you ( he was fashioned out of clay)” [Muslim, Book 42, Hadith 7134 1.
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20- Al-Azifah (The Approaching Day). Its time is drawing near.

21- Yawmut-Taghabun (Day of Deprivation). This is the Day of mutual loss and gain. Loss for the disbelievers

as they will enter the Hellfire and gain for the believers as they will enter Paradise.

22- Yawmut-Tanad (The Day of Calling). Every nation will be summoned with their respective leader.

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Abu Huraira reported Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) as saying, “A man's prayer in congregation
is more valuable than twenty degrees and some above them as compared with his prayer in his house and his
market, for when he performs ablution doing it well, then goes out to the mosque, and he is impelled (to do
s0) only by (the love of congregational) prayer, he has no other objective before him but prayer. He does not
take a step without being raised a degree for it and having a sin remitted for it, till he enters the mosque, and
when he is busy in prayer after having entered the mosque. the angels continue to invoke blessing on him as
long as he is in his place of worship. saying: O Allah, show him mercy, and pardon him! Accept his repentance
(and the angels continue this supplication for him) so long as he does not do any harm in it, or as long as his

ablution is not broken” [Muslim, Book 4, Hadith 1394].
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Say (O Muhammad peace be upon him): T am only a man like you. It has been inspired to me that
your Tlah (God) is One Tlah (God ie.

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CHAPTER 1

[BELIEF IN ALLAH]

Belief in Allah has seven conditions which are knowledge, certainty, sincerity, truthfulness, love, submission
and acceptance. The first condition of the testimony of faith is knowledge of its meaning, negation and
affirmation. None has the right to be worshipped but Allah, in it (i.e. the Testimony) is the negation of worship

to other than Allah and its affirmation regarding Allah alone (Shaikh al-Jabiri, 1995).

Four pillars are mentioned in Surah Al-Baqarah.
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“The Messenger has believed in what was revealed to him from his Lord, and [so have] the
believers. All of them have believed in Allah and His angels and His books and His messengers,
[saying], "We make no distinction between any of His messengers.” And they say, "We hear and we

obey. [We seek] Your forgiveness, our Lord, and to You is the [final] destination" [Qur’an: Surah
Al-Baqarah, 2: 285].

The evidence for these six pillars is in the statement of Allah the exalted,
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Allah gave them miracles

And We have already sent messengers before you and assigned to them wives and descendants.
And it was not for a messenger to come with a sign except by permission of Allah. For every term

One of the greatest blessings of belief in Allah's Divine Predestination and Decree is the
perfection of man's faith by fulfilling the fandamental pillars of faith, since it is considered
one of the six pillars of faith according to what is maintained in the Noble Qur'an and the
Sunnah. Similarly, by belief in Divine Predestination and Decree, the heart is calm and
enjoys tranquility and peace of mind, particularly when man experiences hardships in his
life. When man fully recognizes that what has afflicted him is predestined by Allah, his soul

becomes tranquil and his heart turns quiet.
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And [We sent] messengers about whom We have related [their stories] to you before and
messengers about whom We have not related to you. And Allah spoke to Moses with [direct]
speech [Qur'an: Surah An-Nisaa, 4:164].
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And when Moses arrived at Our appointed time and his Lord spoke to him, he said, "My Lord,
show me [Yourself] that I may look at You.” [Allah] said, "You will not see Me, but look at the

mountain; if it should remain in place, then you will see Me.” But when his Lord appeared to the
mountain, He rendered it level, and Moses fell unconscious. And when he awoke, he said,
“Exalted are You! I have repented to You, and T am the first of the believers [Qur’an: Surah Al -
‘Araaf, 7:143].

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CHAPTER 6

[BELIEF IN QADAR /FATE AND DIVINE DECREE (DIVINE PREORDAINMENT)]

Al-Qadar is an Arabic verbal noun derived from the Arabic verb 'qadara which means to fully encompass the
estimation of something. Technically, Al-Qadar is the foreknowledge of all of Allah’s creatures' affairs and the
preserved foreordained decrees He issued. This inevitably necessitates that every act of His creatures does not

pass beyond the limits of His qadar and will.

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No calamity befalls on the earth or in yourselves but is inscribed in the Book of Decrees (Al-Lauh

Al-Mahfuz), before We bring it into existence. Verily, that is easy for Allah [Qur’an: Surah Al-
Hadid, 57:22].
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On the authority of 'Umar (radhiyahu ‘anhu) who said, “While we were one day sitting with the
Messenger of Allah (#5) there appeared before us a man dressed in extremely white clothes and
with very black hair. No traces of journeying were visible on him, and none of us knew him. He sat
down close by the Prophet (#) rested his knee against his thighs, and said, "O Muhammad!
Inform me about Islam." The Messenger of Allah (£5) replied, "Islam is that you should testify that
there is no deity except Allah and that Muhammad is His Messenger, that you should perform
salah (ritual prayer), pay the zakah, fast during Ramadan, and perform Hajj (pilgrimage) to the
House (the Ka'bah at Makkah), if you can find a way to it (or find the means for making the
journey to it)." He said, "You have spoken truly." We were astonished at his, thus questioning him
and then telling him that he was right, but he went on to say, "Inform me about iman (faith)." He
(the Prophet) answered, "It is that you believe in Allah and His angels and His Books and His
Messengers and in the Last Day, and in fate (qadar), both in its good and in its evil aspects." He
said, "You have spoken the truth." Then he (the man) said, "Inform me about lhsan." He (the
Prophet) answered, "It is that you should worship Allah as though you could see Him, for though
you cannot see Him yet He sees you." He said, "Inform me about the Hour." He (the Prophet peace
be upon him) said, "About that, the one questioned knows no more than the questioner." So he
said, "Well, inform me about it's signs." He said, "They are that the slave-girl will give birth to her
mistress and that you will see the barefooted ones, the naked, the destitute, the herdsmen of the
sheep (competing with each other) in raising lofty buildings." Thereupon the man went off. |
waited a while, and then he (the Prophet) said, "O 'Umar, do you know who that questioner was?"
I replied, "Allah and His Messenger know better." He said, "That was Jibril. He came to teach you

your religion" [Muslim, 40 Hadith, Nawawi 2].
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He [Musa (Moses)] said: "That (is settled) between me and you whichever of the two terms I fulfill,
there will be no injustice to me, and Allah is Surety over what we say [Qur’an: Surah al-Quasas,
28:28].
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Abu Hurairah (May Allah be pleased with him) reported: The Prophet (£%) said, "Every Prophet
has tended sheep.” He was asked: "And did you?" He replied: "Yes, I tended them for a few carats
for the Makkans' [ al-Bukhari, Book 1, Hadith 609].

them, and to wam them from the evil that he knew for them [ Muslim, Book 1, Hadith 668].

Those are the ones whom Allah has guided, so from their guidance take an example. Say, 'T
ask of you for this message no payment.

Zabanniyah (i.e., Angels of the Hell). They are nineteen keepers headed by Malik.

Allah says:

And says:

A further group of the angels is of those who are in charge of guarding people in the
worldly life. Allah says,
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Narrated Abu Huraira: The Prophet peace be upon him said, "Adam and Moses argued with each
other. Moses said to Adam. 'O Adam! You are our father who disappointed us and turned us out of’
Paradise.' Then Adam said to him, 'O Moses! Allah favored you with His talk (talked to you
directly) and He wrote (the Torah) for you with His Own Hand. Do you blame me for action
which Allah had written in my fate forty years before my creation? So Adam confuted Moses,
Adam confuted Moses," the Prophet added, repeating the Statement three times [ Bukhari, Book 8,
Volume 77, Hadith 611].
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Narrated 'Abdullah: Allah's Apostle, the truthful and truly-inspired, said, "Each one of you
collected in the womb of his mother for forty days, and then turns into a clot for an equal period
(of forty days) and turns into a piece of flesh for a similar period (of forty days) and then Allah sends
an angel and orders him to write four things, i.e., his provision, his age, and whether he will be of
the wretched or the blessed (in the Hereafter). Then the soul is breathed into him. And by Allah, a
person among you (or a man) may do deeds of the people of the Fire till there is only a cubit or an
arm-breadth distance between him and the Fire, but then that writing (which Allah has ordered
the angel to write) precedes, and he does the deeds of the people of Paradise and enters it; and a
man may do the deeds of the people of Paradise till there is only a cubit or two between him and
Paradise, and then that writing precedes and he does the deeds of the people of the Fire and enters
it" [Bukhari, Book 8, Volume 77, Hadith 593 ].
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And We did not send any Messenger before you (O Muhamumad) but We inspired him (saying): La
ilaha illa Ana [none has the right to be worshipped but I (Allah)], so worship Me (Alone and none
else)’ [Qur'an: Surah Al-Anbiya, 21: 25].
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And verily, We have sent among every Ummah (community, nation) a Messenger (proclaiming):

“Worship Allah (Alone), and avoid (or keep away from) Taghut (all false deities, etc i. e. do not
worship Taghut besides Allah)’ [Qur’an: Surah Al-Nahl, 16:36].
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And those whom they invoke instead of Him have no power of intercession; except those who

bear witness to the truth (i.e. believed in the Oneness of Allah, and obeyed His Orders), and they
know (the facts about the Oneness of Allah) [Qur'an: Surah Al-Zukhruf, 43 :86].

The second condition of La ilaha illa Allah is certainty (al-yaqeen) which is the perfect knowledge of it that

counter-acts suspicion and doubt. Allah says,
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Only those are the believers who have believed in Allah and His Messenger, and afterward doubt
not but strive with their wealth and their lives for the Cause of Allah. Those! They are the truchful
[Qur'an: Surah Al-Hujurat, 49 :15].

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Their Messengers said to them: "We are no more than human beings like you, but Allah bestows
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His Grace to whom He wills of His slaves. It is not ours to bring you an authority (proof) except by
the Permission of Allah. And in Allah (Alone) let the believers put their trust [Qur’an: Surah
Ibrahim, 13: 11].
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And We sent not before you (as Messengers) any but men, whom We inspired from among the
people of townships. Have they not travelled through the earth and seen what was the end of those
who were before them? And verily, the home of the Hereafter is the best for those who fear Allah
and obey Him (by abstaining from sins and evil deeds, and by performing righteous good deeds).
Do you not then understand? [Qur'an: Surah Yusuf, 13 :109]
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The Messiah ['Tsa (Jesus)], son of Maryam (Mary), was no more than a Messenger; many were the
Messengers that passed away before him. His mother [Maryam (Mary)] was a Siddigah [i.e. she
believed in the words of Allah and His Books (see Verse 66:12)]. They both used to eat food (as
any other human being, while Allah does not eat). Look how We make the Ayat (proofs,
evidences, verses, lessons, signs, revelations, etc.) clear to them, yet look how they are deluded

away (from the ruth) [Qur'an: Surah Al-Ma'ida, 5:75].
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3. Freedom from arrogance when a goal is achieved because this is a blessing from Allah through what
He decreed of the causes of good and success. The individual should thank Allah for that and free
himself from feeling arrogant.

4. Freedom from worry and boredom in case of failure or mishap because thatis by Allah’s decree who
possesses the Heavens and the Earth. Since that is going to happen anyway, the individual should be
patient and hope for the reward from Allah.
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No misfortune can happen on earth or in yourselves but is recorded in a decree before We

“This man has come as a penitant and remorseful to Allah” and the angels of punishment said, “He has done

no good at all”. Then there came another angel in the form of a human being in order to decide between
them. He said, “You measure the land to which he has drawn near”. They measured it and found him nearer

to the land where he intended to go (the land of piety), and so the angels of mercy took possession of it.
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Narrated Anas bin Malik, the Prophet peace be upon him said, "Allah has appointed an angel in the
womb, and the angel says, 'O Lord: A drop of discharge (i.e. of semen), O Lord! a clot, O Lord! a
piece of flesh.’ And then, if Allah wishes to complete the child's creation, the angel will say. 'O
Lord: A male or a female? O Lord! wretched or blessed (in religion)? What will his livelihood be?
What will his age be? The angel writes all this while the child is in the womb of its mother”
[Bukhari, Book 4, Volume 55, Hadith 550].
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Abu Huraira reported Allah's Apostle (may peace be upon him) as saying “Allah has mobile
(squads) of angels, who have no other work (to attend to but) to follow the assemblies of Dhikr and
when they find such assemblies in which there is Dhikr (of Allah) they sit in them and some of
them surround the others with their wings till the space between them and the sky of the world is
fully covered, and when they disperse (after the assembly of Dhikr is adjourned) they go upward to
the heaven and Allah, the Exalted and Glorious, asks them although He is best informed about
them, Where have you come from?” They say, “We come from Your servants upon the earth

The others
said, "His eyes are sleeping but his heart is awake." Then they said, "His example is that of a man who has
built a house and then offered therein a banquet and sent an inviter (messenger) to invite the people. So
whoever accepted the invitation of the inviter, entered the house and ate of the banquet, and whoever did not
accept the invitation of the inviter, did not enter the house, nor did he eat of the banquet." Then the angels
said, "Interpret this example to him so that he may understand it." Some of them said, "He is sleeping." The
others said, "His eyes are sleeping but his heart is awake." And then they said, "The houses stands for Paradise
and the call maker is Muhammad; and whoever obeys Muhammad, obeys Allah; and whoever disobeys
Muhammad, disobeys Allah. Muhammad separated the people (i.e., through his message, the good is
distinguished from the bad, and the believers from the disbelievers) [ Sahih al-Bukhari, Vol. 9, Book 92,

Hadith 385].
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'Abdullah bin Mas'ud reported, “Evil one is he who is evil in the womb of his mother and the good
one is he who takes lesson from the (fate of) others. The narrator came to a person from amongst
the Companion of Allah's Messenger (may peace be upon him) who was called Hudhaifa bin Usaid
Ghifari and said, “How can a person be an evil one without (committing an evil) deed?”
Thereupon the person said to him: You are surprised at this, whereas I have heard Allah's
Messenger (may peace be upon him) as saving, “When forty nights pass after the semen gets into
the womb, Allah sends the angel and gives him the shape. Then he creates his sense of hearing,
sense of sight, his skin, his flesh, his bones, and then says, “My Lord, would he be male or female?
And your Lord decides as He desires and the angel then puts down that also and then says, “My
Lord, what about his age? And your Lord decides as He likes it and the angel puts it down. Then
he says, “ My Lord, what about his livelihood? And then the Lord decides as He likes and the angel
writes it down, and then the angel gets out with his scroll of destiny in his hand and nothing is

added to it and nothing is subtracted from it” [Muslim, Book 33, Hadith 6393].
Beliefin Allah's Divine Predestination according to the Ahlul Sunnah wa jamaa includes four major grades:

1. Belief in Allah's eternal foreknowledge of everything before its existence. It maintains that Allah
has previously known all His servants' deeds before doing them.

2. Belief that Allah has inscribed everything in the Preserved Slate Al-Lawh Al-Mahfudh
3. Belief in Allah's Comprehensive Will which dominates every event and in His Omnipotence over it

4. Belief in Allah's creation of all beings, He is, thus, the Sole Creator, whereas all other things are

created by Him
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The Messenger has believed in what was revealed to him from his Lord, and [so have] the
believers. All of them have believed in Allah and His angels and His books and His

messengers, [saying], "We make no distinction between any of His messengers." And they
say, "We hear and we obey. [We seek] Your forgiveness, our Lord, and to You is the [final]
destination’ [Qur'an: Surah Al-Baqarah, 2: 285].
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He also says, “And whoever disbelieves in Allah, His angels” [Qur'an: Surah An-Nisaa', 4:
136]
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Those [angels] who carry the Throne and those around it. [Qur'an, Surah Ghafir, 40: 7].

And the Qui'anic verse:

[Qur'an: Surah An-Nisa, 4: 172].

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The confirmed tradition (hadith) in Sahih Muslim as narrated by Uthman (radhiyAllahu ‘anhu)
who said, the Messenger of Allah said, “He who dies knowing that there is no deity worthy of
worship except Allah shall enter Al-Jannah (Paradise) [ Muslim-The Book of Iman].
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Abu Hurairah (May Allah be pleased with him): The Prophet () said, "Tman has over seventy
branches - or over sixty branches - the uppermost of which is the declaration: "None has the right
to be worshipped but Allah and the least of which is the removal of harmful object from the road,
and modesty is a branch of Tman’ [Al-Bukhari and Muslim].

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CHAPTER 3

[BELIEF IN REVEALED BOOKS]

Muslims are obliged to believe in all the original revealed books which have not been tainted and tampered
with by the hands of human beings. “Belief in Allah's revealed books is one of the fundamental principles of
Faith. Believing in these Scriptures includes absolute approval of their authenticity and truthfulness. Such
Scriptures should also be regarded as the Words of Allah, which contain guidance and enlightenment (al-
Fawzan, 2009). Kutub is the plural of kitab, which means a book. Kitab can also imply a letter. These revealed
books include the Qur'an, Injil, Tawrah, Zabur and suhuf of Ibrahim and so forth. The best of the revealed
books is the Quran, which is preserved in its original form until today and eternity. The Qur'an is referred to
other names such as Dhikr (remembrance), Furqan (criteria), Tanzil (revelation), Wahy (revelation), Shifa

(cure) and so forth.

14- Darul-Khuld (The Home of Eternity). The residence on that Day will last forever.
15- Al-Wagqi' ah (The Occurrence). It will inevitably occur.

16- Al-Hagqah (The Inevitable Reality). It will truly happen and consequently any doubt regarding its

occurrence will be refuted.

CHAPTER 2

[BELIEF IN THE ANGELS]

Allah has Messengers from among the angels just as He has Messengers from the humankind. Muslims
believe in the existence of angels some of which have been mentioned by name in the Qur'an and Hadith
along with their various duties. Thus, the angels are Allah's messengers who manage the affairs of His
creatures and communicate His Divine commands to them. The Arabic word 'malak’ (angel) also means a

messenger, since it is derived from 'al-aluukah meaning message. Allah says:

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Narrated Tariq: “Abdullah said, "The best talk is Allah's Book (Qur'an), and the best guidance is the
guidance of Muhammad" [Al-Bukhari, Vol. 8, Book 73, Hadith 120].
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The Messenger of Allah () said: "Allah has not revealed the likes of Umm Al-Kitab in the
Tawrah, nor the Injil. Tt is the seven oft-repeated, and (Allah said) 'It is divided between Myself and
My slave, and My slave shall have what he asks for'” [At-Tirmithi,Vol. 5, Book 44, Hadith 3125].

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In the Name of Allah, the Most Merciful, the Ever- Merciful. Indeed, all praise is for Allah. We praise Him, we
seek His aid and His forgiveness. We seek refuge with Allah from the evils of our own souls and from our evil
deeds. Whomsoever Allah guides, then none can misguide him and whoever Allah misguides, then none can
guide him. I testify that none has the right to be worshipped besides Allah alone, without any partner, and |
further testify that Muhammad is His servant and Messenger. To proceed, if you were to contemplate, you
would find that every sect of this great nation of Muhammad will claim that they adhere to the Book of Allah
(the Qur'an) and the Sunnah. However, the criterion which differentiates between these various sects is to
carefully examine which of them are upon what the Messenger of Allah and his companions were upon and
to then adhere to this. Since this is the saved sect and the group that will be aided, and this is the Jam’aah and

the way of the Believers (Dr. Bazmul, 2000, p.79-80).

Ibn Hibban said, “In adhering to his Sunnah lies complete security and an assortment of virtue and nobility. Its
light will never be extinguished, and its evidence will never be disproven. Whoever adheres to it is safe and
whoever opposes it is blamed. This is because it is a fortified stronghold and a pillar of support whose virtues
are evident and whose rope is firm”. Ali bin Abi Talhah reported that “Abdullah bin “Abbas commented that
Allah's 5talemem,§3;;L 3355&2} (a parable: a goodly word), refers to testifying to La ilaha illallah, (none

has the right to be worshipped but Allah) while, 4 W}(as a goodly tree), refers to the believer, and

that, té&.l\f \;‘.’Uai}(whose root is firmly fixed), indicates that La ilaha illallah, (none has the right to be
worshipped but Allah) is firm in the believers' heart, 4{13:,.1\ & \;‘.’cﬁj}(and its branches (reach) to the sky.)
with which the believer's works are ascended to heaven. Similar is said by Ad-Dahhak, Sa'id bin Jubayr,
“lkrimah, Mujahid and several others. They stated that this parable describes the believer's deeds, good
statements and good actions. The believer is just like the beneficial date tree, always having good actions

ascending always, by day and by night.
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
