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ANIMALS THAT BITE OR
STING US

Amongst the animal species that we encounter in everyday life,
there are some that can give us an unpleasant shock or even
endanger our health. For most people, a bee sting is an unwelcome
experience, causing short-term pain and swelling. But if you are
allergic to bee venom, the sting can be fatal without medical help.

Even ants can give us more than we bargained for if we disturb
their ant hill. The sting of a scorpion is painful, but not
necessarily dangerous – at least not from those types that live in
Europe. A bite from a poisonous snake may be dangerous, but is only
very rarely fatal. But none of these animals attack man first,
their response is always a defence mechanism when they are
disturbed or confronted.
