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For

  role by offering explanations that were simple, absolute, and
  emotionally reassuring. The universe had a creator. Life had a
  purpose.

For
  centuries, these answers were rarely questioned. Not because they
  were flawless, but because questioning them came at a high cost.
  To
  doubt religious certainty often meant social rejection, moral
  condemnation, or even death.
